This was toward 
the end of his time as a Sunday School teacher following his retirement but this didnôt prevent a 
young upstart like me learning a great deal through his patience, kindness and unwavering faith. 
I can see him now scribbling notes with a tiny pencil (he always had a tiny pencil) when we were 
doing our quizzes and activities on a Sunday morning. I will always remember my time in his 
class fondly and in subsequent years when he was preaching at Queen Street, he always
